BAND 6
● Students will develop 

their note reading and 
rhythmic skills while 
focusing on tone 
production and instrument 
technique.

● Large group rehearsal 
happens every other day.

● Students may receive 
small-group lessons each 
quarter.

● Multiple performance 
experiences throughout 
the year.



CHOIR 6
● …is an upbeat choir where students 

work together as a team to develop 
their singing skills.  Choir members 
will work on vocal technique, 
rehearsal skills, and be given a well 
rounded background in music 
fundamentals.  Each student will 
develop independent singing and 
reading skills to attain a high level of 
musicianship and confidence. There 
will be opportunities for 
performances throughout 
the year.



MUSIC 6
● …is an exciting course that will 

explore the world of music through 
musical theater, multicultural music, 
composers, playing a variety of 
instruments, singing and 
performance.  Examples of units 
include: Lines to Lyrics, Music of the 
Theater, Boomwhackers, Bucket 
Drumming, Video Creation, Singing 
and the Stage, Intro to Keyboard, and 
Mozart to Metallica.

● Students will develop their 

note reading and rhythmic 
skills while focusing on 
tone production and 
bowing technique.

● Large group rehearsal 
happens every other day.

● Students may receive 
small-group lessons each 
quarter.

● Multiple performance 
experiences throughout 
the year.
